Why research ethics
review is needed

The practice of reviewing the ethical aspects of research
projects before they are carried out is emerging in Ukraine.

The UERA Research Ethics Committee was established
in 2026 to provide research ethics expertise and review
for researchers based in Ukraine who work in the area of
Education or a related field.

Researchers, particularly those working on externally
funded projects with international teams involved, are
increasingly required to have research ethics decisions
in place. For instance, these are required to be declared
in publications in international peer-reviewed journals,
reports to funders, etc.

If your research project is in the area of Education or a
related field, please submit your research ethics application
form and, if needed, supporting documentation to
ukrainian.era@gmail.com

Depending on your research project, you may need
to supplement your application form with supporting
documentation such as, for example:

* Aninterview participant information sheet
* Aninterview consent form
e Survey participant information and consent statement

You only need to fill out the Ukrainian version of the forms
unless you need to use the English version for any purpose
as well.

A processing fee in the amount of 1,500 UAH is paid to UERA.

The first round of the review process is expected to
be completed within a month. If your application
requires any amendments, you will receive feedback
and support to revise your application.

After a favourable opinion has been granted, if
amendments to the ethics-related decisions of
the research project are required in the future,

an amendment notification should be sent to
ukrainian.era@gmail.com which will be reviewed.
